Types of Foundation Piecing

Dan's background is given, a brief history of Foundation Piecing, a show-and-tell of the types of
media used to foundation piece, such as:

a. Tissue paper

b. Freezer paper

c. Newsprint

d. 20 pound paper (regular old copy paper)

e. Interfacing

f- Coffee filters

g. Velum

Plus a show of approximately 40 quilts
